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Introduction
Southern California Gas Company (“SoCalGas”) administers a comprehensive Energy Efficiency (“EE”) program portfolio directed at a large, diverse customer base spread over a vast 24,000 square mile service territory throughout Central and Southern California. SoCalGas utilizes third-party EE program implementers to serve its residential and nonresidential customers throughout SoCalGas’ service territory. This solicitation will be conducted as a two-stage process as outlined in Decision 18-01-004. This solicitation welcomes abstracts from qualified bidders to propose, design, implement, and deliver an innovative non-resource outreach program(s) which may contain resource-based program elements, to encourage customers to participate in SoCalGas’ portfolio of energy efficiency programs with a focus on disadvantaged and hard-to-reach communities. 
Abstracts in response to this Request for Abstract (“RFA”) and selected by SoCalGas will be invited to participate in a Request for Proposal (“RFP”). The goal of the RFA is to solicit abstracts outlining a program design with adequate information to enable SoCalGas to recommend a bidder proceed to the RFP stage for development of a full proposal. The abstract must provide information about the program design, strategies and goals, the implementation and management approach, and how it will target specific customer segments or groups. Bidders that successfully move on to the RFP stage must provide a proposal based on their initial abstract.

Purpose and Objectives
The purpose of this solicitation is to invite bidders to develop an innovative and comprehensive outreach program to increase participation in SoCalGas’ energy efficiency programs, with a focus on disadvantaged and hard-to-reach communities. The Outreach program should promote SoCalGas Energy Efficiency programs but does not include statewide programs or previously solicited SoCalGas Third Party programs.  SoCalGas encourages innovative proposals to drive greater uptake of energy efficiency improvements. Examples of potential strategies could include reducing split incentive barriers in existing buildings, creating meaningful relationships with and among community-based organizations, coordinating with other entities with similar goals, and possibly offering direct technical assistance.
